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BUSINESS PERFORMANCE - Q3' 2025

e Phoenix Group delivered another strong quarter of operational progress, with gross revenue rising 10% QoQ to $32 million,
supported by a 6% increase in self-mining revenue. The results demonstrate continued resilience following the Bitcoin halving
and reflect the company’s disciplined execution and successful repositioning after exiting legacy CIS operations

e During Q3'25, Phoenix maintained a steady 10.8 EH/s contribution to the global Bitcoin network with its share now standing at 1%
amid a 17% rise in global hash rate and scheduled summer curtailments at the company’s Citadel facility

¢ Self-mining performance improved notably, with margins climbing to 46%, up from 31% in Q2,2025, driven by stronger Bitcoin
prices ($98K to $114K). These gains contributed to a 154% QoQ increase in adjusted EBITDA to $960K, marking a sharp
turnaround from the last year and underscoring Phoenix’s focus on efficiency, scale, and margin expansion.

e Mining efficiency improved to 22.0 J/TH, down from 23.1 J/TH last quarter, marking a 31% improvement from 32.1 J/TH in
Q324.

e The company’'s expansion program continues to accelerate, with 62 MW of new capacity scheduled to go live in Ethiopia in
Q4'25, and an additional 44 MW across North American sites by Q1'26. Once fully energized, total self-mining capacity is
expected to reach approximately 13 EH/s, more than double current levels

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BUSINESS PERFORMANCE - Q3' 2025

e Average power cost remained stable at $0.052/kWh in Q2’25 and Q3'25, improving from $0.057/kWh in Q3'24, supported by
better vendor terms. Average Power cost is expected to decline further with the Ethiopian sites coming online

¢ Phoenix mined 305.5 BTC in Q3'25, including 194.9 BTC from self-mining, and sold 100 BTC to support growth. The company
closed the quarter with an operational treasury of 682 BTC and over 642K SOL, reflecting disciplined treasury management and
focus on long-term value creation

e The company generated $10.5M in investment income, primarily from its SOL holdings (+$41M gain, price up from $139 to
$198)

e Share in network is expected to improve in Q4’25 as new capacity in Ethiopia and North America comes online

e The company recorded a $48.5M non-cash impairment on its South Carolina sites, included in the $46M net loss, reflecting a
conservative approach as it plans to repurpose the sites
